And in partial shock all Ken could muster was, “Look, if you’re hungry, I’ll buy you a sandwich,” motioning to a close lunch counter.  While she ate she talked, really making conversation to help repay for the food.  Her biography was short.  She was from Minnesota, pregnant and a heroin addict, selling herself to pay for her habit.  She was thirteen years old.  The brief encounter haunted Ken for months.  A problem that was everyone else’s had suddenly become his.  He couldn’t shake a commitment to make Susan everyone’s concern.
